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1.0 Intent: 
Greenfields Academy are strong believers in the impact of Art as part of a broad and balanced curriculum. It provides children with opportunities to develop and extend skills to express their individual interests and ideas, whilst also contributing to the development of the child emotionally, aesthetically, spiritually, intellectually and socially.  High quality art education equips children with the skills to explore, experiment, create and invent their own work of art whilst engaging, inspiring and challenging pupils. 
As artists, children should be able to critically evaluate their work and the work of others, taking influence from well-known artists and adapting their work accordingly. As their skill set progresses, they should understand how art has changed their landscape, culture, and history.  
2.0 Implementation 
The implementation of the Art Curriculum at Greenfields Academy is based on the National Curriculum and supported by Kapow Planning in some places, ensuring the teaching of a broad range of skills.  Children in Key Stages 1 -3 are taught Art weekly, where possible subject specific skills are supported by the classes’ ‘Exploring the world through stories’ thematic. Children in Key Stage 4 have the option to take art as part of their Key Stage 4 curriculum offer at a range of levels in line with their ability and previous assessments in the subject. The children's learning is further enhanced with a whole school art theme day in the Autumn term where the children have the opportunity for collaborative working and exploring the different styles and techniques of a range of artists.  
Children are to record the development of their skills, their observations, planning and evaluations in their sketchbooks. Teachers use this, along with learning observations to make summative assessments every 10-weeks. 
The monitoring of the standards of children’s work and of the quality of teaching in art and design is the responsibility of the subject champion. The work of the subject champion also involves supporting colleagues, being informed about current developments in the subject, and providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school.  
3.0 Impact:
• To enable children to record from first-hand experience and from imagination, and to select their own ideas to use in their work; 
• To help each child achieve their creative potential in both two- and three-dimensional work, working on a variety of scales;
• To develop the children’s knowledge of materials by allowing them to experiment freely and to encourage them to use materials sensibly and safely;
• To ensure the children learn a range of pertinent skills so that they develop an expertise in using both materials and equipment and so enable the realisation of their ideas;
• To explore with children ideas and meanings in the work of artists, craft people and designers and help them learn about their different roles and about the functions of art, craft and design in their own lives and in different times and cultures; 
• To foster an enjoyment and appreciation of the visual arts and a knowledge of artists, craftspeople and designers;
• To encourage pupils to appreciate the beauty, order and precision that is found, naturally and man-made, in our world.
