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1.0 Intent: 
At Greenfields Academy, the English curriculum is designed to empower children, by fostering a love for language, literature, and communication. Rooted in our school values of being Personalised, Aspirational, Caring, and Engaging, our English curriculum aims to build children’s confidence, developing their communication skills, and nurture their creativity, enabling them to express themselves meaningfully in a safe, supportive environment through language, in all its forms.

2.0 Implementation:
Personalised Learning: We recognise the diverse needs of our children, and our English curriculum is tailored to support their individual learning journeys. We offer a flexible, differentiated approach that meets each student's unique abilities, ensuring they feel valued and capable of success – including a range of accreditation types and levels at Key Stage 4. All learning units are supported by a class reading book, in line with our whole-school curriculum thematic; ‘Exploring the World through stories’, which have been selected to be accessible, relatable, and linked to their experiences, allowing them to make meaningful connections to the world around them.

Aspirational Achievement: We are committed to helping children reach their full potential by setting high expectations in English. Through structured reading, writing, speaking, and listening activities, we encourage children to aim high and embrace challenges. We help them develop core literacy skills that are not only vital for academic achievement but also for navigating life beyond school, from further education to employment opportunities. From 2024/25 KS4 pupils will have access to a combined Language and Literature pathway, where appropriate.
